Trygve Rønneberg er født i 

Stavanger den 27. September 1880 
av forældrene hermetikfabrikant T. 
Rønneberg og frue. 

Rønneberg fik sin 
utdannelse ved Porsgrund 
Tekniske Skole, senere i Neustadt, 
Mecklinburg og Ilmenau, 
Thuringen. I 1900 kom Rønneberg 
til Chicago, hvor han fik ansettelse 
hos det store bygingsfirma 
Burnham Construction Co. og 
reiste for dette firma i 1907 til San 
Francisco for at føre tilsynet med 
bygningen av den første 
skyskraper  “Hobart Building” på 
20 etager.  Han fortsatte arbeidet 
for dette firma in California, var 
senere ansat ved firmaet Louis P. 
Hobart og har nu snart i 10 år 
drevet egen forretning.  Som 
konstruktionsingeniør har han  
planlagt underbygningen og 
stålkonstruktionen i 30-40 av de 
største bygninger in Los Angles, 
San Francisco og Portland.  Det 
sidste storverk er den avbildede 
telefonbygning in San Francisco 
med 26 etager.

Trygve Rønneberg was born 

in Stavanger on 27 September 
1880 to canning factory owner T. 
Rønneberg and his wife. 

Rønneberg received his 
education with Porsgrund 
Technical School in Neustadt, 
Mecklinburg and Ilmenau, 
Thuringen. In 1900 Rønneberg 
went to Chicago where he was 
employment with the large 
building firm Burnham 
Construction Co. In 1907 he went 
with the firm to San Francisco to 
be the head supervisor at the 
building of the first skyscraper, the 
20 story “Hobart Building”. He 
continued to work for the firm in 
California. Later he was employed 
with the firm Louis P Hobart and 
for the last 10 years has owned his 
own business. As a constructional 
engineer he has designed the 
foundation and steel frame in 30 to 
40 of the larger buildings in Los 
Angles, San Francisco and 
Portland.  His greatest 
achievement is the pictured 26-
story telephone building in San 
Francisco.
