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Factory owner T. Ronneberg passed away last night at

11 P. M. having been ill a couple of days.

Tarres Renneberg was born at Renneberg in Haaland 31 March
1845, and lived to become 68 years old. At the age of 14, he
came to this town (Stavanger) , where he went to work at
the store of his uncle - E. Renneberg. He spent the next

12 years at this workplace. Afterwards, he established his
own grocery store in the house owned by Mortvedt - situated
at The Market. He worked this store for nine years, and
thereafter he sold his business.

In 1881 he bought the building Kampen (near The Misionary
building). There, he proceeded to build and develop a small
canning factory. The business was good, and he had to expand.
Therefore, he purchased the property of <p.W. Rosenkilde

in Nedre Strandgate, where he founded the canning factory
Ronneberg Preserving Co. at a much larger scale than the
previous factory.

Since that time, the factory has been substantially expanded.

In 1887 Renneberg founded Stavanger Steemkitchen, which
has grown to a large company.

Renneberg Preserving is now 35 years old, and is also the
second oldest factory in town.

The last to years, Renneberg did not have a good health. A
while back, he travelled to Kristiania (Oslo) for a special
doctor consultant. He advised him to spend some time at
a sanatorium, which he did, and recovered somewhat.
However, he was never told which disease he suffered
from, as this would have made his condition worse.

In spite of him not feeling well during this last period of
his life, he could mot remain inactive. Almost daily, he
would walk down to his business, and the day before
yesterday, he took a short trip to Tjensvoll.

An abrupt pneumonia in adition to another disease ended

his days. He passed quietly away.
